All these activities
raises the profile of Rotary in the community and word-of-mouth advertising, particularly amongst the students, will
reap its own rewards with increased numbers wanting to become involved — and this is what we are about — for young
people.

v District Rotary clubs are taking a greater interest in helping their own communities and disadvantaged people
locally by sponsoring rural doctors or nurses or indigenous health workers through Australian Rotary Health.
Rural doctor scholarships cost $5500 a year or rural nursing scholarships cost $13,750 for a post-graduate year
in rural placement. If your club would like to help a student become an indigenous health worker, scholarships
value to students are $5000 per year comprising $2500 from Rotary clubs and $2500 from commonwealth or
state governments.
